We can not 
release your camper unless 

that person’s name is on the 
health form and they have a 
picture ID. 
 
 -All medication must be in 
original containers labeled 
with name and dosage. Over 
the counter medication must 
also be turned in.   
 
-All spending money, paid 
on-line or in-person, will be 
deposited in a “camper 
account” that can be used 
during camp at the canteen, 
camp store, or for a special 
all-camp offering. Any 
unspent money will be 
returned at the end of camp.
